This letter is to inform you of an exciting opportunity that is available at Dungog High School for your Year 6 child. Our School will again be running an Enrichment Class in Year 7 in 2011. All prospective Year 6 students can apply to be part of this engaging and challenging class.

The Enrichment Class offers enrichment and extension activities to students across a wide range of Key Learning Areas, in addition to the high standard of education available to all Year 7 students at Dungog High School. 

The additional opportunities that will be offered include a number of cross faculty special projects, special activities, workshops and events, state competitions, extension projects and special excursions. All students applying to attend Dungog High School go through a Transition and Testing process. The Enrichment class process is separate to this.
1. Students will be selected for inclusion in the class by undertaking a range of tests and procedures. Parents may apply for their son/daughter to be part of this class by filling out the Enrichment Class Application Package which will be sent to all Primary Schools during Term 3. 
2. The selection procedure includes Parent Nomination forms and Primary Teacher Nomination forms. All applicants will be requested to attend an Enrichment Transition Day at DHS. On this day applicants will take part in an Enrichment test and be a part of a Group interview. The Test will cover English, Maths, Science and Technology and takes place in Term 3.
3. Successful applicants will be offered a place in the class by letter based on their test results, nomination forms and interview. Letters will be sent in Term 4 to the students who have applied. 
This is an excellent opportunity for your son or daughter to gain a wonderful start to High School and be provided to experiences that will enrich, challenge and extend their learning. 

I encourage parents of Year 6 students to apply for this class. Students who have taken part in these classes in the past have reported that they have enjoyed being part of a class that recognised their talents and has challenged them. They also felt respected and had a good sense of having accomplished excellent standards of work.
