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The Index of Community Socio-Educational Advantage (ICSEA) has been developed as a national measure of socio-educational advantage by the Australian Curriculum and Reporting Authority (ACARA). 

ACARA measures socio-educational advantage by combining a set of factors that research has shown can affect the NAPLAN results that children are likely to achieve.  These factors may include the educational levels of their parents, whether they speak English as a first language, the income levels of their parents, if they live in a remote part of Australia or a well populated part of Australia, and if they are Aboriginal.

Socio-educational advantage and socio-economic status are NOT the same. 

The socio-educational advantage index (ICSEA) is useful because it means that school communities can compare their achievements with those schools that have students with similar levels of educational advantage. This does not mean that the children are the same, or that the schools are the same. 
If schools have a similar socio-educational advantage value it simply means that, on average, the students in those schools experience a similar level of educational advantage. This is not the same as saying that the school communities, the student populations or the geographical locations are similar.  For instance, the levels of education advantage might mean that the academic achievement of an all girls school in Adelaide is compared to a comprehensive school in Newcastle.
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
